Stephen Kelly studied Economics and Sociology as a first degree at University of Bristol, before completing a teaching qualification at Bangor University, North Wales in 1985. He then taught at a range of primary schools (ages 4-11yrs) for ten years before serving as a head teacher for a further nine years. In 1995 Stephen gained his Masters Degree in Education from Sussex University.

It was during his second period as a head teacher, (when experiencing particular challenges with the school car-park!) that he became interested in how families were travelling to school and the school became one of the first to develop a School Travel Plan. This was his introduction to travel- planning.

In 2003 he left teaching to pursue a different career and joined the Road Safety Team at Brighton and Hove City Council in 2004 as a School Travel Plan Officer.

As a School Travel Officer Stephen’s main role was to encourage schools to develop and implement travel plans which would try to help more children and parents travel sustainably to and from school. He was also responsible for ensuring that children arrived at school safely and project managed a number of Safer Routes to School projects. These schemes put in place a range of engineering measures to help children travel to school in a safer way.

In 2005 he gained a Sustainable Transport Initiatives Vocational Qualification with Bath City College and has supplemented this knowledge-base in completing a Travel Planning course with the Open University. His experience with company travel planning began at the same time.
