The focus of the improvement program is directly linked to the present state of urban mobility policies. Cities that have completed a QUEST audit receive a certificate which recognises their efforts in sustainable urban mobility planning – 50 cities so far have participated. From UK these are: Bath, Blackburn with Darwen, Milton Keynes (England), and Inverness (Scotland).
