The CIVITAS Forum Conference – Your Best Chance for Marketing!
The CIVITAS Forum Conference is the annual flagship event of the CIVITAS Forum Network of cities. The 2010 conference will be hosted by the city of Malmö, Sweden from 27-29 September and will explore innovation and sharing in sustainable urban mobility and CIVITAS. 
The Forum Conference is an opportunity for the exchange of dialogue and views between city and European politicians on the one hand, and experts in the field of urban mobility on the other. The 2010 conference will be the 8th such annual event, following for a previously hosted in Krakow, Bologna, Kaunas, Burgos, Nantes, Rotterdam and Graz where the series started in 2003. The CIVITAS Forum Network currently includes 179 cities from 29 European countries, that have formally committed to clean and sustainable urban transport.
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As always, the Forum Conference will be a significant occasion for high level representatives of the European Commission to share news and information on its policy and programme initiatives, and to hear the views of local politicians, mobility practitioners, academics, and non-governmental organizations on the future of urban mobility. 
Occasion will also be offered for the exchange of experience and know-how among urban mobility practitioners from Europe and beyond, via a series of eight “Technical Sessions” (TS) and eight “Roundtable” (RT) discussions. 
About the Host City: Malmö
The city of Malmö is an ideal location for the Forum. Located in southern Sweden’s Oresund region and with approximately 295,000 inhabitants, it has developed as a thriving industrial and trade centre from its mediaeval roots. Today it is renowned for its eco-friendly neighbourhoods and is often referred to as “the world’s smallest big city,” not least because you can reach anywhere with a bike in 15 minutes. This philosophy of using sustainable means of transport over short journeys is one that has underpinned Malmö’s involvement in CIVITAS SMILE, the achievements of which the city looks forward to sharing with visitors of the CIVITAS Forum 2010. In December 2010 for instance, the Citytunnel will be opened to commuters, while the new Triangel-station will become one of Sweden’s largest stations and will host an innovative bicyle parking garage. Other areas of interest are expected to be its biogas production facilities, interregional commuting to and from Copenhagen and its bicycle network, which is among Europe’s most extended per capita.

Malmö Stad looks forward to welcoming participants of the Forum Conference and demonstrating and discussing its own and others’ successes in the field of urban transport policy.
Guide for Exhibitors
The City of Malmö welcomes exhibitors to the CIVITAS Forum Conference. The exhibition will bring together key players from the transport industry. Companies that offer mobility solutions for urban transport, 
non-governmental organisations in the field of transport, public transport operators, universities, media and EC transport projects are all welcome to participate as exhibitors.[image: image10.jpg]



The CIVITAS Forum 2010 will take place at the Orkanen building (English: Hurricane) of The School of Education which is the largest faculty of Malmö University. The School has approximately 7,000 students making it the second largest institution for teacher education in Sweden. 
The CIVITAS Forum plenary and parallel sessions, exhibition as well as lunch and coffee breaks will take place on the ground and first floors of the Orkanen building. Besides hosting the CIVITAS Forum, the building will also be used by university staff and students during the events. External visitors (i.e. those not registered as conference participants) will also be admitted to the exhibition area. The following floor plan shows the layout and space available to exhibitors:

Due to the location of the exhibition area (a wide corridor), exhibitors’ lots vary in size (see adjacent table). The largest lots (i.e. 1-2) can have a maximum depth of 2 meters and length of up to 5 meters Lots in the central part of the Exhibition Area (1, 2, 3) can also be made available as smaller spaces (i.e. 1A&1B; 2A&2B; 3A&3B), where demand exists. A total of 13 lots can be made available. 
For those who don’t wish to purchase a formal exhibition space, the city of Malmö is also making available between 10 and 12 spots for putting up self-standing roll-up posters and/or posters for mounting on windows and walls at a much lower fee. Their specific locations are not defined yet but are likely to be around the venue’s main entry points on the ground level as well as on the first floor where the CIVITAS Plus projects will have their own exhibition. 

The City of Malmö isn’t able to make available booths for all exhibitors; however, a local supplier (L-Konsult Exhibition AB) has been identified and is listed at the back of this guidance document (please se Annex 1). Therefore you should bring all necessary accessories (e.g. booth, spot lighting, furniture, posters, laptops etc.) with yourselves. Free technical services provided by the host include 230V electricity and wireless internet. Upon request a desk and chair will be made available at no extra charge. For those exhibitors interested in Lots 1-3, dividing walls are available where necessary and the price reflects this.  For those exhibitors interested in Lots 7-10, screens can be provided to act as a divider between yours and the adjacent stand. In case valuable equipment is utilised/ exhibited, a separate storage room is available to deposit them for those times when the booth is unattended (e.g. lunches, nighttimes). This storage room will either be staffed with conference personnel or locked during the night. 
Exhibitors will be listed in the conference programme at no additional cost.

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Rental fee

A rental fee will be charged depending on the size of the stand and the type of spot. This fee covers the rented space itself as well as electricity and wireless data services for the whole duration of the event. Prices are detailed in the form given overleaf.

As exhibition and poster space are limited it will be offered on a first come, first serve basis. Exhibitors should fill out the following form and send it back to the conference secretariat at their earliest convenience but no later than September 10, 2010.
