Within the frameworks of the European Commission’s CIVITAS Initiative and the Intelligent Energy Europe Programme, the CIVITAS-SUCCESS project is organising a training seminar in conjunction with the STEER-MIDAS project on the subject of how best to promote soft measures in transport. 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Professionals from local authorities in UK and Ireland, transport authorities, all interested in the promotion of sustainable means of travel
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In the field of sustainable mobility, “soft measures” are distinguished from “hard measures” and include promotion, awareness raising, and provision of information with the aim of increasing levels of walking, cycling, car sharing and use of public transport, and encouraging a reduction in the use of the private car.
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Participants will be able to assist and contribute to 2 round tables, gathering the European experts and animated by a moderator, on the main barriers and factors of success for the promotion of soft measures in transport.
The organisations attending will receive in the weeks following the seminar an evaluation questionnaire by email and all the presentations and conclusions ot the round tables will be available on the SUCCESS website.
