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The CIVITAS Forum Conference – Great Chance for Marketing!

The CIVITAS Forum Conference is the annual flagship event of the CIVITAS Forum Network of cities. The 2012 Annual CIVITAS Forum Conference with 450 guests will be hosted by the city of Vitoria-Gasteiz, capital of autonomous community of the Basque country and the province of Alava in Northern Spain, on 24-26 September 2012. 

The event will celebrate the CIVITAS Forum Network as well as introduce results of the five CIVITAS Plus projects in realising sustainable urban mobility measures. As CIVITAS Forum Conference 2012 is the last one within the CIVITAS Plus projects life spam (2008-2012), special presentations summarizing their achievements are also planned this year.
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The Conference is an opportunity for the exchange of dialogue and views between cities and European politicians on the one hand, and experts in the field of urban mobility on the other. The 2012 conference will be the 10th such annual event, following for a previously hosted in Funchal, Malmö, Krakow, Bologna, Kaunas, Burgos, Nantes, Rotterdam and Graz where the series started in 2003. The CIVITAS Forum Network currently includes 210 cities from 31 European countries, that have formally committed to clean and sustainable urban transport.
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As always, the Forum Conference will be a significant occasion for high level representatives of the European Commission to share news and information on its policy and programme initiatives, and to hear the views of local  politicians, mobility    practitio-ners, academics, and non-govern-mental organizations, particularly on the progress made within CIVITAS Plus, that will consider “Before” and “After.”
Occasion will be offered for the exchange of experience and know-how among urban mobility practitioners from Europe and beyond, via the “Technical Sessions” too. The CIVITAS Forum Conference – Great Chance for sharing ideas!
Pecha Kucha
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PechaKucha Japanese: ペチャクチャ, petɕa  ku͍̥tɕa, chit-chat) was devised in Tokyo in 2003 as an event for young designers to meet, network, and show their work in public. It has turned into a massive celebration, with events happening in hundreds of cities around the world, inspiring creatives worldwide. 
Drawing its name from the Japanese term for the sound of "chit chat", it rests on a presentation format that is based on a simple idea: 20 images, each in 20 seconds. It's a format that makes presentations concise, and keeps things moving at a rapid pace.
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As urban mobility faces toward new approaches and new ways of thinking, Pecha Kucha, as format of dissemination, is more and more popular among stakeholders of mobility. 
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CIVITAS Forum Conference 2012 also issues a call for Pecha Kucha presentations. We would like to have a happy bunch of colorful ideas from very different spheres. As introducing presentations from very different areas of urban transport, we would like to suggest how complex our common thinking can be.

TIPS FOR A SUCCESSFUL PROPOSAL
The session will begin with an introduction to the format and the speakers by the moderator Pascal van den Noort of Velo Mondial. The introduction is intended to set a light-hearted tone to the session. 

The speakers will then each give their presentation of 6 minutes and 40 seconds. This is how it works. There will be a two-minute break between each speaker for the next person to come up and get ready. In that short time slot one or two questions can be asked of the speakers.

Your talk cannot be commercial. Nor can it be a “reduced” version of the talk or workshop you are giving at the conference anyway. 


You need to support your talk with 20 PowerPoint slides. No more and no less. 

Each presentation can only contain images, no words, graphs but NO animation, video or music. Make your picture slides simple, straightforward and self-explanatory. (and 1 title page to start with)  


Please send a copy of the presentation beforehand so that we can add the timer to it. We will set the timer so that the slide changes automatically exactly every twenty seconds. If you know how to do this already on PowerPoint you can (but we’ll still need a copy of the slideshow beforehand).

We will mount all the slideshows onto the computer we’ll use for the event on the day of the event. When you are introduced, we’ll open your presentation, press start and away you go. The slides will change every twenty seconds; you won’t need to press anything. You just give your talk as the slides change behind you (or to the side of you).

Pecha Kucha works best if you’ve rehearsed beforehand. Mind that this is like a Table of Contents of your book; the very essence of your message – closer to a style you would use for a friend at Friday night in a pub. We seriously suggest writing down only one common-, or two very short sentences for all the 20 slides. Some tools are welcomed:

· Funny pictures, jokes, humour

· Metaphor

· Use nice, good quality pictures, possibly one big one per slide

· Avoid all text. This is for emotions, not for logic.

Please rehearse presenting your Pecha Kucha. It is different. Do not wait for audience reaction; you won’t really have time to elicit audience responses.
Be prepared that some will just love your presentation, and will need more information. Have your business card and/or leaflet with you.
