Short Description:

The city center of Rotterdam is dense, and plans are to increase the density. This means that for the environment and the mobility of the city you need to take measures. One of them is to facilitate people to park their car at the side of the city and use the public transport services to reach their destination.

4. Changes of the measure since 2006 / end of CIVITAS I

Since 2006 the municipality of Rotterdam made around 1500 parking space solitary of the use of P+R. The city has almost 4000 P+R-parking spaces. In 2011 this will be increased by 2000 parking spaces.  The municipality works together with the region.  In the region there are more than 6000 parking spaces. The region has a program to increase the number of 22.000 P+R-parking spaces in the year 2020.
5. How has the urban mobility situation changed in your city due to a) the original and b) the continued measure?
a.

In enormous increase in mobility. Visitors, local employees, and other guests have the choice to use the P+R and public transport services. Due to the high quality of transport services and the wide variety of P+R-locations the effect is large.
b.

6. Do you consider the continued measure to be economically self-sustainable?

Yes, the parking spaces are free for the users. Therefore the upkeep of the P+R-facilities and the marketing will need financial subsidies by the local and regional government.

The driver is the urban planning to increase the density of the city and the urge to improve the air quality in the city.

The most ideal P+R locations, next to a stop of a several high quality public transport lines and near a highway, are also the ideal places for offices and other facilities. The costs of the grounds and the costs of parking facilities are sharply increased.
