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The CIVITAS Forum Conference – A Great Chance to Market Yourself!

The CIVITAS Forum Conference is the annual flagship event of the CIVITAS Forum Network of cities. The 2012 Annual CIVITAS Forum Conference anticipates 450 visitors and will be hosted by the city of Vitoria-Gasteiz, capital of the autonomous community of the Basque country and the province of Alava in Northern Spain, on 24-26 September 2012. 
The event will introduce the achievements in realising sustainable urban mobility measures of the five CIVITAS Plus projects which are due to end in 2012. For this reason special presentations summarizing their achievements are foreseen.
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The Conference is an opportunity for the exchange of dialogue and views between cities and European politicians on the one hand, and experts in the field of urban mobility on the other. The 2012 conference will be the 10th such annual event, following forums previously hosted in Funchal, Malmö, Krakow, Bologna, Kaunas, Burgos, Nantes, Rotterdam and Graz where the series started in 2003. The CIVITAS Forum Network currently includes 210 cities from 31 European countries, that have formally committed to clean and sustainable urban transport.
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As always, the Forum Conference will be a significant occasion for high level representatives of the European Commission to share news and information on its policy and programme initiatives, and to hear the views of local politicians, mobility practitioners, academics, and non-governmental organizations, particularly on the progress made within CIVITAS Plus, that will consider “Before” and “After.”
Occasion will be offered for the exchange of experience and know-how among urban mobility practitioners from Europe and beyond, via the “Technical Sessions” too.
CIVITAS Forum Conference 2012: Europa Convention Centre
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The City of Vitoria-Gasteiz, Green Capital of Europe in 2012, welcomes exhibitors to the CIVITAS Forum Conference. Companies that offer mobility solutions for urban transport, nongovernmental organization in the field of transport, public transport operators, universities, media and European transport projects are all welcomed to participate as exhibitors.

The three tiered Europa Convention Centre is situated in one of the city’s main streets, Gasteiz Avenue and provides excellent access to the tram and bus stop named “Europa,” just in front of the building (Address: Palacio de Congresos Europa, Vitoria-Gasteiz, Avda Gasteiz 85).

Poster stands for exhibitors will be set in the Ground Floor, while posters of the CIVITAS demonstration cities will on the Mezzanine.
Ground Floor 
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The Ground Floor incorporates the venue’s main entrance, the reception, technical session rooms, as well as the Lunch buffet and Café Area.

At the Mezzanine one accesses the auditorium which will be used for plenary sessions and many minor rooms for technical sessions. 








First Floor 

Pecha Kucha presentation sessions will be held on the first floor in the Gasteiz room, not far from two technical session rooms. 







For sponsors and exhibitors’ lots, sizes are typically 4-6 sq meters (with a depth of 2 meters and length of 2-3 meters). A total of 35 lots are available. Larger lots are also available to exhibitors interested if combining two smaller ones. 
For those who don’t wish to purchase a formal exhibition space, spots for putting up self-standing roll-up posters and/or posters for mounting on walls are available on the Ground Floor. Posters can be maximum 120 x 85 cm or AO format or self standing roll-up posters.

Rental fee
